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ASIA REGIONAL PARTNERS MEETING 

HOSTED BY JHPIEGO & CHAIRED BY IPPF 

 February 13th -15th 2018, New Delhi, India  

 

In February 2018, IBP along with Jhpiego and IPPF hosted a Regional Partners Meeting in New Delhi, India.  

Objectives of the Meeting were to:  

• Provide a regional platform for IBP partners to share implementation experience 

• Exchange IBP resources to reduce duplication and facilitate collaboration 

• Share FP regional meeting outcomes and action plans to support better coordination 

• Actively engage more civil society organizations to move FP agenda forward 

• Launch the updated 2018 Family Planning Handbook 

 

Over 140 participants representing governments, international NGOs, local and regional organizations, donors and 

multilateral organizations participated in the 3-day event.  The event was unique in that youth were featured, a 

dedicated civil society session was hosted in collaboration with Population Foundation India (PFI) and FP2020 and it 

was the first time in over 10 years an IBP meeting was being held in the South Asia Region.      

Key Follow Up Action Items  

1. IBP will create a community of practice (CoP) on the Knowledge Gateway to enable continued discussion and 

exchange among Asia regional Partners and others working on FP/RH in the Asia Region 

2. IBP will host a follow up webinar to share key and showcase participant reflections to the larger global IBP 

community  

3. IBP will support a youth- led documentation of ASRH using the WHO Documentation tool and the HIP 

ASRH Brief 

4. IBP will explore hosting a workshop or knowledge exchange session in advance of or as part of the PMNCH 

Annual Global Meeting in December in New Delhi, India

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Meeting Summary  

 

Key note opening panel  

The opening panel started the day by highlighting the importance of platforms like IBP in supporting knowledge 

exchange and scaling up best practice in family planning (FP).  Dr Anoma Jayathilaka shared WHO/SEAROs 

experiences revitalizing efforts in family planning in the region as an integral part of larger efforts 

to improve maternal, newborn and child health outcomes. Dr S. K. Sikdar from the Indian 

Ministry of Health and Family Welfare delivered an informative presentation highlighting 

recent successes from the Indian governments’ FP programme which has moved from a 

‘population control’ agenda to a focus on mother and child welfare. Regularly updating 

and adapting WHO guidelines; implementing Information, Education and Communication 

(IEC) campaigns and delivering supply chain improvements are just some of the strategies 

that led to the programme achieving a fertility rate close to replacement (2.1).  Mr V. K 

Anand then shared IPPF SARO’s experience of evidence-based programming and multi 

stakeholder engagement in advancing SRHR among IPPFs wide range of member associations.  

 

“FP saves life-It’s highly important to take the focus beyond MoH and UN and make it a shared goal amongst 

diverse agencies and sectors particularly in the backdrop of high maternal and new born mortality rate and 

uneven unmet need for FP in the South East Asia Region”-Anoma Jayathilaka 

 

Connecting the dots 

There are significantly more networks, platforms and efforts focused on improving family planning and reproductive 

health than there were even 10 years ago. In order to better understand how these various efforts work together a 

session was organized to help ‘connect the dots’ between various initiatives.  Rita Kabra (WHO, FP umbrella project) 

detailed her work in creating tools to simplify the country-level adaptation of WHO guidelines and tools, such as The 

Medical Eligibility Criteria (MEC) wheel (which has also been turned into an android application in Indonesia).   

Ados May (IBP) then highlighted the array of High Impact Practice (HIP) evidence briefs available to 

partner organisations. HIPs are concise distillations of best practice across key implementation 

areas; available in four languages. Chonghee Hwang from the FP2020 Secretariat provided an 

overview of FP 2020 six-step planning process. A cornerstone of the approach is to work 

with in-country Civil Society Organisations (CSOs) to develop country action plans towards 

FP2020 goals. The session was wrapped up by Nandita Thatte, who provided an overview of 

IBPs history. IBP has always been a unique network putting implementing partners at the 

centre of health programming. Today IBP organizations include regional and local NGOs, CSOs, 

academic partners and social enterprises. The wide network of IBP is critical to providing linkages and connections to 

facilitate collaboration and reduce duplication. IBP is different from other global platforms and should continue to 

innovate to best meet the needs of its diverse member organizations.  

“IBP was designed to break the mould of official meeting and work differently” – Nandita Thatte, IBP 

Secretariat, quoting Maggie Usher-Patel, Founder of IBP 

 

The donor perspective   

We then heard from USAID, Packard, Dasra and UNFPA on the donor perspectives in family planning.  The Packard 

Foundation noted how they view their role not only for providing funds, but also for providing technical assistance 

and shepherding CSOs to find more local funding.  The panel addressed some common key challenges: How can they 

stimulate the private sector to fill the vacuum of decreasing international government support? How can you reduce 

risks to private sector investment? Is the current model of grant giving is the best way to tackle problems?  

 

“We mustn’t only look at High Impact Practices, but also focus on Low Impact Practices (LIPS) to ensure 

they are not repeated. We mustn’t try to persist with LIPS in the hope they will one day become HIPs”.  –

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‘’No more traditional donor-donee relationship-It’s more partnership driven, and we are moving towards co-

designed programming’’- Amit Shah, USAID 

 

Information Exchange Bazaar 

During the next session, the room was transformed into an ‘Information Exchange Bazaar’. Fourteen different tools, 

guidelines or resources were shared among 14 tables and participants had time to “table hop” to learn about the 

various resources and share experiences from their work (See Appendix B). An open 

discussion followed, allowing space for reflection and to discuss and reflect on things 

that people had learned from the tables they had visited. Love Matters, a youth 

organization based in India had some especially innovative solutions to engaging 

young people and IntraHealth brought an ASHA (community health worker) to 

present the use of the m-Sakhi mobile application tool.

Documenting and telling the scale up story 

Mario Festin (WHO) guided us through the 

narrative of the first session day 2: ‘documenting 

and telling the scale up story’. Asa Cuzin 

(WHO) first introduced WHO adaptable guides 

on how to identify and document best practices. 

Ankita Rawat (PHI) outlined her youth 

empowerment projects in Delhi which used 

digital filmmaking to give voices to young 

people and develop their leadership skills. The 

stories told were then used to advocate to 

pharmacists and doctors on the importance of 

providing youth services. Following this, Rashmi 

Kukreja (Abt Associates) delved deep into data 

visualisation techniques to tell the story of the diverse relationships between Total Fertility Rate and Contraceptive 

Prevalence Rate. Here, the emphasis was that correlations between the two are not always as expected and there was a 

need to research and programme at district level. In the final talk, Sarah Harlan (JHU) presented her work in capturing 

FP stories in over 60 countries and how stories are an important way to impart data.  

 

“Research shows that people retain 6 times as much information when hearing as a story than the same 

information presented via data alone” - Sarah Harlan, JHU-CCP 

 

Expanding the method mix 

The next section was divided into two concurrent sessions; ‘Expanding the Method Mix ’and ‘Engaging Young 

People in SRHR’. In expanding the method mix, Aparna Jain presented preliminary results from Population Council’s 

longitudinal study examining the relationship between quality-of-care and contraceptive discontinuation rates. Early 

findings showed clients’ assessment on the quality of care received influenced chances of discontinuation; even while 

unmet need remained high. The final results will be interesting to hear and shared in the coming months. Saswati Das 

(Jhpiego) then shared some insights to Jhpiego’s India scale-up of PPIUCD insertions (21 to 1620 facilities & over 
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1.5M insertions in a seven-year period). Here, leveraging existing government frameworks/training programmes and a 

change in who can perform insertions (training nurses for the first time) greatly expanded access to post-partum 

contraception. A programme of responsive training also achieved 89% satisfaction rates after six-weeks. Following 

this session, Gajananda Bhandari (FPAN) provided an overview of the Family Planning Associations of Nepal’s 

operations; their focus on supply chain and logistics software to avoid stock-outs and the challenges of negotiating 

Nepal’s structures (moving supplies through district and health facility processes). In the final talk of the session 

Timothy Mastro presented some of FHI360s research on contraceptive economics and developments in new 

technologies. New producers in China and India brought down the price of Implanon in recent years and there is 

exciting work in developing six-month injectable, self-administering micro-needle patches and bio-degradable 

implants. The challenge with much of their work is finding a product that provides long-acting contraception but also 

a rapid return to fertility when ceased.  

 

Engaging young people in SRHR 

The second concurrent session started with Cate Lane presenting Pathfinder’s experiences of increasing contraceptive 

use among first time parents and married adolescents. Here, a focus on increasing demand generation through ASHA 

home visits and other NGO workers had led to increased contraceptive uptake. Next Naramaya Limbu introduced 

IRH’s innovative ways of addressing some of the challenges of Nepal’s conservative social norms, contraceptive 

misconceptions and high unmet need. “Pragati” is a range of nine games delivered by trained Community Health 

Workers that teach about contraception and tackle common misconceptions.  Lessons from Family Planning 

Association of India’s Comprehensive Sexuality Education (CSE) programme were then provided by Nisha Jagdish. 

A no-refusal policy, peer educator training and recognition and promotion of leaders were all highlighted as key to 

effective CSE delivery. Also during the session, Franklin Paul introduced m-Sathi; a mobile application (available on 

google play) that provides an anonymous space for young people to ask questions about contraception as well as a 

platform for CSE delivery. The final session on engaging youth came from Soni Pradham and Save the Children’s 

‘Choices, Voices and Promises’. Here, a three-pronged, scalable, intervention using activities with children, dialogue 

with parents and external poster campaigns to challenge social norms provided a cost-effective way of focussing on 

adolescents (10-14 year olds). 

 

Vision of IBP Chair and welcome to new members 

  The vision of IPPF’s stewardship of IBP was then provided by Sarah Onyango (IPPF). 

IPPF’s size, focus on youth, service delivery in humanitarian situations, 

rights-based approach and experience of organisational learning 

through north to south and south to south exchange would all be 

leveraged during IPPF’s time as IBP chair.  The final session of the 

day also provided a chance to meet some of IBPs newest members: 

Equipop, The Female Health Company, Population Foundation 

India, Health Information for All and the Centre for Girls Interaction 

Malawi were all welcomed at the end of day 2.  

 

 

Leveraging Civil Society engagement in India 

In collaboration with FP2020 and with technical support from IBP, the Population Foundation India (PFI) as part of 

the Advancing Reproductive Choices Coalition (ARC), hosted a dedicated session to highlight Indian CSO 

experiences. Day three began with an overview of India’s FP2020 commitment of reaching 48 million new FP users 

by 2020. We first heard from Anand Sinha (Packard Foundation), Jyoti Vajpayee (Public health professional) and 

Amit Shah USAID on how Civil Society Organisations can be leveraged to meet these targets. It was noted that civil 

society organisations can hold government to account, but when the environment becomes too confrontational, 

government tends to back away. CSOs are also vital at addressing topics where the government doesn’t get involved, 

such as with India’s unmarried adults. A metaphor for expanding FP reach in India was presented as painting the 

country pink and highlighted the diverse range of CSOs working towards the same goals: “there will be many shades 

and when we are done, it will be a beautiful country”.  
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CSO experiences from the field 

CSOs then presented their experiences from the field. Sharad Iyengar (ARTH) explained a free choice-based approach 

to contraceptive distribution focusing on empowerment and demand stimulation by providing low-cost pregnancy 

tests and allowing community distributors to keep profits. PFI then presented the communication and feedback 

channels PFI use to challenge social norms and increase demand including outreach and broadcast media and 

participation and feedback via a phone line. Preeti Nath an Economic Advisor to the Ministry of Health and Family 

Welfare from JSK (Jansankhya Sthirata Kosh) the National Population Stabilisation Fund Welfare, then outlined JSKs 

work in providing technical and managerial expertise to the Indian Government, highlighting the need to synergise the 

private and public sectors. Finally, Bijit Roy, of the Advisory Group on Community Action described their work in 

“putting the public into public health”. The focus was on generating awareness within communities of the idea of 

health as a right and providing opportunities and frameworks to ensure community feedback leads to improved health 

service provision. 

 

What can India do better to meet the SHR needs of youth? 

The penultimate session of the final day had a focus on youth. We heard first from Family Planning Association 

India’s youth representative, Dyuti Krishnan, who gave a detailed talk on delivering CSE programmes to youth and 

highlighted the need to provide real benefit to youth volunteers (monitory or career prospects) to maintain 

engagement. Next, Manak Matiyani of YP Foundation furthered the discussion with details of YP Foundations work 

in empowering peer educators and building a culture of respect for peer educator work within communities. Final 

thoughts on the youth session came from Sunil Mehra who detailed the idea of safe spaces and how to create these in a 

systematic way for youth friendly dialogue 

 

“There is a safe space outside of the system. That is the digital world. Can we use this to create safer 

spaces?” – Sunil Mehra, MAMTA 

 

“They (schools & government) expect us to talk about contraceptives but they don’t wish us to talk about sex!” 

– Dyuti Krishnan, FP Association India 

 

Launch of the Family Planning: Global Handbook for Provider 

In the afternoon session of day three, Mario Festin and Sarah Harlan introduced the widely anticipated revised version 

of the Global Family Planning Handbook, complete with re-worked and 

simplified companion website. The handbook compiles and 

synthesizes best practices and guidelines across 19 contraceptive 

methods as well as lots of other useful information for FP 

practitioners. After an introduction, conference members were 

provided an opportunity to dig their hands into the material and 

navigate the handbook’s simple structure in a fun ‘scavenger hunt’ 

activity (races to find information on services)! 

 

The day closed with final reflections from Bulbul Sood (Jhpiego), Sarah Onyango (IPPF) and Nandita Thatte 

(WHO/IBP)
